KS1

Quiz – in pairs, tick the correct answers on the worksheet.  Picture based.

Recycling Game

The children take items of “rubbish” from a sack and put them in the correct recycling bin.  

Shopping Game

There are five “shops” – butcher, baker, dairy, green grocer and grocer.  Each shop has a tray of cards with pictures of food available from that shop.  In teams, the children have a shopping list and visit each shop for their required goods.  When they have them all they match the ones which go together for breakfast, lunch and supper.  Discuss – local food, growing things etc.

Puppet Show

A short shadow puppet show.  Some of the children  help by holding the puppets. The story is about recycling, rubbish and packaging and how one family deals with these issues.

Paper Making

Each child makes a piece of paper from shredded office paper

Compost

We look at the compost bin and wormery.

KS2

Quiz – in pairs, the children try to answer the questions

The Recycling Game

Three teams race to put the correct rubbish in the correct recycling bins.  Pints are added for speed, but taken off for incorrect “disposal”  Look and discuss.  Compost and wormery.

Compost Point to Point

In pairs the children go to ten cards around the field in the correct order.  they write down a letter and number.  The number takes them to the next place and the letter is part of a word.    The anagram is something which can go into a compost bin.

Air Miles Game

A world map is divided into five zones (the continents)  There is a map for each zone place around the field. With the map is a tray of pictures of food which we import from these places.  The children have a shopping list and they go shopping around the world. Each item has to brought back home before they get the next thing.  Australia is placed much further away than France so they get an idea of distance.  The mode of transport is also on the card.  They can “fly” back if they wish.  When all they  have all their items, we can discuss where their food comes from, air miles etc.

Paper Making

Each child makes a piece of paper from shredded office paper

Alternative Energy

Energy – what to choose in the future. The good and bad points of all forms of energy

Looking at how we heat our  homes, run our transport etc

We have small solar panels and hand  held wind turbines 

(this is an extra activity depending on time available unless specifically asked for)

Fair Trade

We have a selection of activities connected to Fair Trade.

Find out about the life of a cotton weaver, then visit our Fair Trade shop to look at imported cotton goods.  Compare the lives of cotton weavers to that of our farmer here at Thornham.

The Woodland Reserve

A stationary activity.  The children sit round a rope laid out on the ground.  They imagine this is an area of land which has just been purchased. It was a farm and we want to turn it into a nature reserve/area open to the public. Each pair of children draws the outline.  They are given a card with an object written on it. They find a small object such as a stone, to represent that word.  These are the existing things left from the farm.  They have to decide what to do with the object such as the farm house – either renovate or recycle it.  Could it be turned into a B and B or tea shop.  These things are drawn on the map.  They need to think about toilets, shop, access especially for wheel chair users.  Who will work there?  Will it make money?  The map can become very interesting.  

KS3 and KS4

Recycling – choose 3 topics from: the Estate and land use, conservation, fabrics, food miles, alternative energy.
