Fire Safety Notes – Please read 

Thornham Field Centre

1. On arrival make sure you locate the exits, there are emergency fire doors at either end of the passages in the cabins and out of the sitting room. Push and they open.  The windows in the bedrooms do not have locks so that they can be used as a fire escape if necessary. 

2. Should the power fail, emergency exit lights will be illuminated.  Smoke detectors are fitted. 

3. Smoking is not permitted in any of the Field Centre buildings.

4. There are fire extinguishers and emergency “break glass in an emergency” points  to set off the fire alarm, strategically placed, please locate them on arrival. 

5. Please make sure your group knows that on hearing the

fire alarm, they should leave the building immediately and make their way quickly, not running, to the nearest exit. They should be told to take nothing with them.

6. Please make sure that your group knows they should make  their way to the grassy area outside the cabins.  They should be told to wait there to be counted by your group leader,  who should have a register of names.  They should be told to wait on the grass until their group leader gives further instructions

7. The fire alarm is NOT linked to the local fire brigade, in     the unlikely event of a fire breaking out,  you would need to telephone 999 for a fire engine, the grid reference of the cabins is  TM102713
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
