Visits to Thornham Field Centre – health and safety issues,  areas of responsibility.

Thornham Field Centre aims to ensure that your visit to the Centre is a safe, enjoyable and exciting educational experience.  This means that we work as partners with all our schools.  It is important  that both the School and the Field Centre understand the different areas of responsibility, who is responsible for what.  The following information is aimed at clearly showing these areas of responsibility and where there is an overlap.  To clarify who is who, we refer throughout to Thornham Tutors for our own staff and Teachers/accompanying adults for your teachers and the adults who come with the group.

Thornham’s Responsibilities:

· Thornham’s tutors to give clear instructions to pupils and teachers

· All activities to be suitable for the age/ability of the pupils

· Activities to be “risk assessed” by Thornham Field Centre (updated annually and available on our web site www.thornhamfieldcentre.org)

· Thornham tutors to have read and understood our  risk assessments and health and safety implications 

· Thornham tutors to advise about adverse weather conditions

· Thornham tutors to provide suitable

equipment as necessary such as 


gloves if cuts on hands (pond dip)

· Thornham tutors to carry mobile

phones if possible and first aid kits

· The courses at Thornham will fulfil

the objectives as discussed pre visit,


there may however, be time 


restrictions or changes have to be 

made because of weather.
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· Thornham tutors have regularly updated first aid training but in the case of accidents, the school is responsible for care and making decisions about an injured or sick child.

· Pupils likely to cause an accident or

· Teachers/accompanying adults will be alert to what the children are doing and not leave the group

· When walking to a different venue, teachers/accompanying adults will remind children not to go ahead of Thornham tutor leading the group, teachers/accompanying adults will make sure the group keeps together and keeps up and at least one adult will be at the back of the group 

· Teachers/accompanying adults should carry mobile phones if possible
